Crisis Management Services

Mobile Crisis Intervention – A Mobile, on-site, face-to-face therapeutic response to a child experiencing a mental health crisis for the purpose of identifying, assessing, treating, and stabilizing the situation and reducing the immediate risk of danger to the child or others. Mobile crisis services may be provided by a single professional crisis worker or by a team of professionals trained in crisis intervention. Services are available 24-hours a day and phone contact and consultation may be provided as part of the intervention. Providers are usually Master or Ph.D. level clinicians but may also include BA/BS level social workers and support staff.

Crisis 1:1 Stabilization – Services designed to prevent or ameliorate a crisis which may otherwise result in a child being hospitalized or placed outside the home. Usually provided by a BA/BS level worker or non-professionally working under the supervision of a professional trained and/or working in a Crisis Intervention Program. Crisis stabilizers observe, monitor, teach, support and assist the parent or care taker to better understand and manage behavior that has resulted in current or previous crisis situations.

Crisis Stabilization Center – Short-term placement option usually provided in a special foster home, group home, shelter or residential care center designed to monitor, supervise, assess and stabilize a child who has experienced a mental health crisis, requires temporary placement outside his/her home, but does not require placement in an acute mental health hospital or psychiatric residential treatment center. Crisis stabilization placements usually do not exceed 24 to 72 hours and cannot exceed 14 days under any circumstances.
